Course Requirements - Foreword

Table 1 provides a summary of the entry requirements for some of the more popular university courses within Northern Ireland where St. Patrick’s Academy students have applied in the past.

The entry requirements are accurate at the time of writing.  However, changes can occur frequently so it is the responsibility of individual students to check the course requirements on the university website or prospectus. 

Not all courses or institutions have been included so students will need to conduct individual research and check with professional bodies or careers advisors before making decisions.

It is the responsibility of individual students to check the nature of aptitude tests and which tests are required for specific degree courses. Registration deadlines vary and these are strictly adhered to.
